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Summer Reminders 
 
Keep Your Lawn Mowed 

 
If you allow or 
permit grass, 
weeds, rank vege-
tation to attain a 
height in excess 

of eight (8) inches, you shall be 
deemed to have committed a public 
nuisance.  The City will send the 
property owner written notice to 
abate the situation within a certain 
stated time.  Your failure to abate 
this nuisance or request a hearing 
within five (5) business days of the 
delivery or posting of this notice 
may result in the City entering the 
property to cut down and remove 
such growth.  Any costs incurred by 
the City may be taxed against the 
owner and the property as a special 
tax bill.  The City is authorized to 
record a lien against the property 
involved to the extent of its special 
tax bill and to take such legal action 
necessary to collect this tax bill.  
Per City Code Section 215.60, Ex-
cessive Growth of Weeds and 
Vegetation.

On March 11, 2015, the St. Louis County Board of Police Commission-
ers presented the Citizen Service Citation to Green Park resident, Mr. 
Ronald Kramer. 
 
On September 23, 2014, Mr. Kramer arrived home to find an unfamiliar 
vehicle parked in his driveway.  At that time, he parked his vehicle be-
hind the unknown vehicle and observed a male subject in his carport at-
tempting to steal two lawnmowers and a snow blower.  Mr. Kramer con-
fronted the subject and detained him until officers from the St. Louis 
County Police Department arrived. 
 
The suspect in question had been committing similar larcenies through-
out the Affton Southwest Precinct for several weeks.  Mr. Kramer’s 
bravery that day helped officers with the St. Louis County Police De-
partment identify the suspect who was responsible for more than 15 lar-
cenies totaling close to $7,000 worth of property.  As a result, warrants 
were issued on the suspect for five counts of felony stealing with a 
$7,500 bond. 
 
Mr. Kramer’s decision to take immediate action resulted in a successful 
conclusion to this investigation.

HELMET REQUIRED 

 
It is against the law 
for a parent or 
guardian to permit 
a child between the 
ages of one (1) and 

seventeen(17) years to operate or be 
a passenger on a bicycle, scooter, 
roller skates, roller blades, or skate-
board unless the child is wearing 
protective headgear which properly 
fits and is fastened securely upon 
the head of the operator or passen-
ger.

PETS 

 

The city has a leash 
law that requires all 
pets to be led by line 
or leash not to exceed 
five feet in length.

CARS.  A pet should never be left 
unattended in a parked car when the 
outside temperature is over 70 de-
grees. 
 
 
 
 

NO FIREWORKS!!! 
 
It is unlawful for any 
person to sell, use, 
manufacture, display, or 
possess fi reworks 

within the City of Green Park at 
any time.  To report illegal fire-
works, notify St. Louis County Po-
lice (non-emergency) at 889-2341. 

 

KEEP EXTERIOR STRUCTURES IN GOOD REPAIR 
 

All exterior surfaces, including but not limited to, doors, door and window frames, cor-
nices, porches, trim, balconies, decks and fences shall be 
maintained in good condition.  Exterior wood surfaces, 
other than decay-resistant woods, shall be protected from 
the elements and decay by painting or other protective 
covering or treatment.  Peeling, flaking and chipped 
paint shall be eliminated and surfaces repainted.  All 
siding and masonry joints as well as those between the 
building envelope and the perimeter of windows, doors, 

and skylights shall be maintained weather resistant and water tight.  All metal surfaces 
subject to rust or corrosion shall be stabilized and coated to inhibit future rust and cor-
rosion.  Oxidation stains shall be removed from exterior surfaces.  Surfaces designed 
for stabilization by oxidation are exempt from this requirement. 

 

SWIMMING POOL ORDINANCE 

 
At the September 15, 2014 Board of Aldermen meet-
ing the Board unanimously approved an ordinance 
adding swimming pool regulations to Chapter 500 
(Residential Building Code) and Chapter 215 
(Nuisance Code).   
 
A permit application with the City of Green Park is 
required for all swimming pools, spas and hot tubs 
except prefabricated swimming pools accessory to a 

single family or two family occupancy that are less than 24 inches (610 mm) deep, do 
not exceed 5,000 gallons (18,925 L) and are installed entirely above ground. 
 
All discharged water must be to a location that does not create a nuisance to adjoining 
property per Section 215.010 of the Municipal Code.  Connection to the sanitary sewer 
system is not permitted. 

 

Do I Need a Building Permit??? 
 

If you are doing some home repairs or some remodeling (i.e. sheds, decks, sunrooms, 
porches, garages, driveways, retaining walls, awnings, etc.), you may be asking your-
self that question.  We encourage you to please contact City Hall at (314) 894-7336 
before you start your project to inquire whether or not you need a permit.  Some repairs 
require building permits, such as structural repairs or renovation of existing space in-
volving plumbing, electrical, or mechanical installations.  It is better to check with City 
Hall prior to the start of any project to save yourself from the possibility of violations 
and penalties. 
 
Also, keep in mind that if your project requires a construction dumpster, you will need 
a permit for that as well.  There is no fee for a permit for a dumpster or portable storage 
pod.

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The Board of Aldermen passed an ordi-
nance effective April 1, 2007 amending the 
zoning code for the City of Green Park.  
Occupants of residential properties are 
required to have an occupancy permit.  
Whenever the sale of a building results in a 
change in the occupant, or whenever prem-
ises are rented to an occupant, or whenever 
there is a change of use of the premises, 
the occupant is required to apply for a cer-
tificate of occupancy.  An application for a 
certificate of occupancy may be obtained 
from the City of Green Park website or at 
City Hall.  The City of Green Park has 
contracted with St. Louis County to per-
form these inspections.  If occupancy 
changes and an occupancy permit has not 
been granted, the occupant and/or owner of 
the property is subject to penalties stated in 
the land use code. 
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
